About Construction 

Construction of the Raphel 
Road overpass will begin in 
early March. To provide a safe 
environment, the overpass 
will be closed during the 
construction period. This 
allows for the shortest 
schedule for the new bridge 
construction. All traffic will 
be detoured to the Bradshaw 
Road overpass during this 
time. The new bridge is 
anticipated to be open to traffic 
by early 2023.
