We have examined the flnanclal statements and supplemental
schedules of State Roads Commission of Maryland - Northeastern Express-
way Revenue Bonds for the period November 15, 1963 to December 31, 1963,
listed on page 4. Cur examinatlon was made In accordance with
generally accepted audliting standards, and accordingly included such
teats of the accounting records and such other auditing procedures as
we consldered necessary in the circumstances,

In our opinicn, such financlsl statements present failrly the
financlael pesiticn of the Commlssion relating to the Northesstern
Expressway Revenue Bonds at December 31, 1963 and the reaults of 1lts
operatlons for the perlcd November 15, 1963 to December 31, 1963, in
conformity with generally accepted asccounting princliples applied on a
consistent basls, and such supplemental schedules, when c¢onsidered in
relation to the basic financisl statements, present fairly in all
material respects the Information shown therein,

We present the following comments concerning certain phases
of our examination:



The amounts on deposlt were reconclled with certificatlons
obtained from the depositaries, and the undeposited recelpts were accoanted
for as having been subseguently deposited in bank. Petty cash and change
funds were counted prier to December 31, 1963 in connection wlth an
unannounced simultanecus count of all cash on hand. Obligations of the
United States Govermment,deposited as collateral security for moneys
of the Northeastern Expresswvay Revenue Bonds, were in agreement with
certifications obtained from the depoéitary and from the custodlan at
December 31, 1963.

The United States Government securiltles applicable to
Current and Construction Funds were in agreement with certificatlons

from the custodian.

A request for confirmatlon of the balance of $7,039 due as of
December 31, 1963 from one debtor was malled; the reply received
confirmed the correctness of the balance.

It 13 the policy of the Commisslon to =ell books of tickets
to frequent users of the Project. The amount of $8,759.50 at
December 31, 1963 represents the value of tickets sold in excess of
tickets redeemed. The unissued boocks of tickets were counted by us
as of December 19, 1963 and the count agreed with a constructed book
inventory.

In commectlon with our verification of toll revenue we
accounted for the proceeds from sales of bock tickets and msde test
counts of subsequently canceled tickets accepted for toll charges.

We also made tests of dally reports, toll collectors! reports, daily
reports of automatic collecticns, and tapes of the recordlng machines
at the Project. Collectors!' c¢ash was $1,435.00 more than the calcu-
lated tells for the perlod under review. This amount represents the
net difference between the actuzl cash deposited plus the toll tickets
accepted, and the value of the machlne record of classified toll trans-
actlens and autcmatic axle recorders.



It wes noted in connection with ocur tests that the recording
machines and axle recorders at the ten sutomatic ramps generally have
not been functioning properly. The faillure of these machines results
in the loss of adeguate accounting control over the toll transactions
during the period when the machines are out of order.

The principal amount of Northeastern Expresaway Revenue Bonds
 outstanding at December 31, 1963 was in agreement with a certification
cbtained from Maryland National Bank, Trustee under the Trust Agreement.

Sales of property pursuant to the provisions of 3Section 714
of Artlcle VII of the Trust Agreement for the period November 15, 1963
to December 31, 1963 are set forth In Schedule 7. Tere were no in-

surance proceeds recselved during the perilod.

Section 712 of the Trust Agreement dated as of January 1,
1962 provides, among other things, for a report on (a) whether the moneys
received by the Commissicon under the provision of thls Agreement have
been applled 1n accordance with the provialons of thils Agreement; '
{(b) whether any payments for Current Expenses were in excess of the
Budget; and, (c¢) whether the Comalssion 18 in default In the performance
of any of the covenants contalned Iin Sectlon 501 of this Agreement. We
report that, In conducting our examination of the accompanying financilal
atatements and supplemental schedules, nothing came t¢ ocur attention
durlng the course of ocur examinatlon which causes us to belleve that
there has been & default by the Commission under the foregeing provisions.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS, DECEMEER 31, 1963

The accounts of the Commission applicable to the Northeastern
Expressway Revenue Bonds are mzintained in compliance with the
provisions of the Trust Agreement dated as of January 1, 1962,
and in accordance with generally sccepted accounting principles
applicable in the circumstances. )

Article T of the Trust Agreement states that current expenses shall
not include any allowance for depreclation; accordingly, no
provislon for depreclation has been included in the accounts
or 1n the accompanying financial statements.

Artlcle V of the Trust Agreement requlres the Trustee on or before
the 15th day of each month to make transfers from the State of
Maryland Northeastern Expressway Revenue Fund to other Funds in
accordance with the provislona of the Agreement. In the pre-
paration of the accompanying financlal statements, transfers from
the Revenue PFund to other Funds have been recorded by the
Commission as of December 31, 1963 although the Trustee did not

actually make the transfers between the Funds untll January 7,
196k .

Funds for the paymert of bond interest due January 1, 1964 were
pald from the Separate Interest Account of the Constructlon Fund
to the payirg agents on December 31, 1963. The cash and
corresponding liabllity has been excluded from the accompanying
financlal statements.

The State of Maryland Northeastern Expressway Revernue Bonds, issued
in accordance with the provisions of the Trust Agreement dated as
of January 1, 1962, do not congtitute a debt of the State of
Maryland or a pledge of the falth and credit of the State, but
shall be payable solely from the revenues of the Project. The
State of Maryland is not obllgated to pay these bonds or the
interest thereon except from revenues of the Project, and neither
the faith and credlt nor the taxing power of the State 18 pledged
to the payment of the principal of or the interest on these bonds.

The Commisslon was contractually lisble on uncompleted contracts in
comnectlon with the constructlion of the Northeastern Expressway
in the approximate amount of $+,125,000 at December 31, 1963.

HISTORICAL FEVIEW

The Commission 1s authorized and empowered, under an Act
passed by the General Assembly of Maryland 1n 1955, as amended, to
construct, maintain, repair and operate & toll express hilighway, to be
known as the "Northeastern Expressway", extending from a point at or
within the clty limits of the City of Baltimore, Maryland, northeasterly
between U. S. Routes No. 40 and 1 to & polnt st or near the boundary
line between the 3tate of Maryland and the Conmonwealth of Pennsylvania,
including a comnection to a point at or near the boundary 1line between
the State of Maryland and the State of Delaware; to issue revenue bonds
for the purpose of paylng all or any part of the cost of such toll
express highway or any part of parts thereof; and, to flx and revise
from time to time and charge and collect tolls for transit over such
toll express highway and any pert or parts thereof. The Act also
provlides that the bonds 1ssued thereunder do not constitute a debt of
the State of Maryland or a pledge of the faith and credit of said
State, but the bonds and interest thereon are payable solely from the
net revenues of the Northeastern Expressway.

On February 20, 1962 the State Roads Commlsslon of Maryland
approved the execution of the Trust Agreement dated as of January 1,
1962 by and between the Commission and Maryland Hatlonal Bank providing
for the lssuance of $74,000,000 Northeastern Expresaway Revenue Bonds.
The proceeds of the bond issue provided funds for paying the cost of
a toll express highway extending from White Marsh Boulevard in Bsltimore
County, Maryland, to the Delaware State line connecting with the pro-
posed Delsware Turnpike. The Agreement further provides for the
issuance from time to time of additional revenue bonds on a parity
with the bonds initlally issued for the purpose of paying all or any

part of the cost of any additions, improvements and enlargements to the
Project.

The Northeastern Expressway was officlally opened to traffic
on November 15, 1963.
