over I-95 and is expected to be in e˛ect until 
early summer 2026. Minor traÿc delays are 
anticipated. Drivers using Belvidere Road 
should consider alternate routes. Access to 
all private residences will be maintained 
throughout the duration of the project. 

The reconstruction of the Belvidere Road bridge over I-95 forms part of a new 
interchange at I-95 and Belvidere Road that will accommodate future economic growth 
of the nearby Cecil County Enterprise Zone, provide more direct access to and from I-95 
for trucks accessing the Zone thereby reducing truck volumes on US 40, MD 222, and MD 
272, and include environmental mitigation and reforestation measures.
