At 9:00 a.m. the meeting of the Maryland Transportation Authority (MDTA) Capital Committee was called to order by Chairman Ensor.  

APPROVAL – OPEN SESSION MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 6, 2018

Upon motion by Member Gangemi and seconded by Member Cox, the Open Session meeting minutes of the Capital Committee’s Meeting held on September 6, 2018 were unanimously approved.





APPROVAL – RIGHT OF WAY DISPOSITION BY CONVEYANCE TO TC ANSCROFT, LCC  

Mr. John Wedemeyer presented this request to seek a recommended approval from the Capital Committee for the disposition of a Maryland Transportation Authority (MDTA) owned property containing a total of 24.9092± acres located in Montgomery County, Maryland.  

The property is located east of Maryland Route 97 (Georgia Road) and southeast of Batchellors Forest Road 
in the vicinity of MD Route 200 Intercounty Connector (ICC). The acquisition was required from the TC 
ANSCROFT, LLC for the ICC construction to protect one of the alignments for the project. The MDTA and TC ANSCROFT, LLC executed a Deed on April 14, 2004. The Deed is recorded in the land records of Montgomery County in Liber 26514 at folio 652 for the amount of $2,000,000.00.  

The TC ANSCROFT, LLC has expressed an interest in the property. MDTA Real Estate Services obtained 
two independent appraisals, which have been reviewed for validity. The review appraiser selected the
appraisal that more accurately reflects the development costs that would be incurred by a developer or 
builder. The value selected for disposal purposes is $1,083,700.00.

A request was made to the Divisions within MDTA to determine if there were any current or future needs for the property. It was determined that there were no needs for this property.  In accordance with Maryland Transportation Article §8-309 section (b) (2) (ii), “If the land is not needed for a county or municipal transportation purpose, the person from whom the land was acquired or the successor in interest of that person has the right to reacquire the land, on payment of an amount equal to the appraised value of the land.”

It is recommended that the disposition of the right of way in fee simple be conveyed to the TC ANSCROFT, LLC for the fair market value of $1,083,700.00.

If approved for disposal by the Authority, the property will proceed through the Modal Clearance Process and the Board of Public Works.

Upon motion by Member Cox and seconded by Member Gangemi, the Members 
unanimously recommended approval for the disposition of a Maryland Transportation Authority ((MDTA) owned property containing a total of 24.9092 + acres located in Montgomery County, Maryland.
