Detour Route for Southbound I-395 leaving the city onto Southbound 1-95
Vehicles take the Southbound I-395 off-ramp to Northbound I-95, exit onto McComas Street, then use the McComas Street
on-ramp to Southbound I-95. This detour will not be in place when the McComas Street on-ramp to Southbound I-95 is closed.
